A Pencil Sandwich?
How does the lead  

get inside a wooden  
pencil? Pencils are made 
out of strips of wood cut 
from cedar trees. Then 
grooves are cut in the 
strips. Graphite is laid into 
the grooves. (We call it 
lead, but it is really  
graphite.) Then another 
strip of wood is glued on 
top of the first one,  
making a pencil  
sandwich! The wood is 
rounded in rows on the 
top strip of wood and the 
bottom strip. Then the 
pencils are cut apart and 
painted. An eraser is  
added on the end and 
held in place by a metal 
ring. When you buy a 
pencil, you sharpen it, 
and then you are ready  
to write.
